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Clinical History:

Å a necropsy was performed on an aged cat.

Å the gross pathological changes included: 

widespread subcutaneous edema, 

ascites,

hydrothorax,

multiple, pale, wedge-shaped lesions in kidneys. 
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Åtissues were sent to AVC for histopathologic examination.
